Getting Ready for Home Blessing

Christ, by entering the Jordan, sanctified it, and with it all creation. Material creation once again became "very good" as

it was in the beginning. The central sign of God’s sanctification of all things through the feast of Theophany is the act of blessing the
homes of faithful Christians. The priest visits all members of the Church to pray with them in the place where they live, and to bless
their surroundings with Holy Water. He asks God to have mercy on the house, to rid it of every evil and to fill it with every blessing.
To prepare for the priest’s visit to bless your home:

- Make a list of the first names of those who reside in your home.

. Place a kolach with a candle on a table. Be sure your prayer list is there, too!

- Turn on a light in each room, so the priest can see where he is going.

- Turn off all TVs, stereos, and computers.

- Secure any pets that might jump up on the priest or family, or "get underfoot" as you move from room to room. (Pets may be
blessed, too!)

Everyone in the house when the priest arrives should gather around the table/family altar and join in the singing of the litany
responses and troparion. The children may lead the priest around the house with a lit candle, if he permits.
